· The Artistic Director will be responsible for casting the show, organizing and rehearsing the cast, and directing the artistic vision of the show. The Artistic Director will report up to the VM chair.  The Artistic Director is expected to run most rehearsals and required to be present at all dress rehearsals and performances (in March, during Women’s Awareness Month).  No previous directing experience is needed.
· Production Committee members will assist the VM chair with all of the production aspects of the show.  This includes the staging, lighting, visual aspects of the show, fundraising and sponsorship, reception planning, publicity, selling tickets, reservations, public relations of the show, finances, and much more…
· Cast members will be assigned a specific monologue that they will need to memorize and perform.  The performances will occur in March, during Women’s Awareness Month.  Cast members are expected to memorize their lines on time and attend most rehearsals.  Rehearsals will be held throughout January and February in small groups and one-on-one meetings.  While you are not required to attend every rehearsal, you are required to attend all dress rehearsals and performances.  No previous acting or stage experience necessary to audition.
